The USDA Animal Welfare Regulations and North Carolina law provide specific
protection for employees, IACUC members, or laboratory personnel against
discrimination or other reprisals for reporting violations of the Animal Welfare Act (i.e.,
what is commonly called “whistleblower protection”).
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
